· Coordinate country-level presentations and discussions of pre-session questions during the program; provide a presentation slide template for participant use
· Provide feedback and recommendations to country teams based on the topics raised in the program
· Provide connections to technical expertise during and between sessions
· Respect confidentiality for specific examples shared as requested
· Provide simultaneous language support in agreed upon languages
· Evaluate the progress of the NCCP iCAYA program, and assess participant satisfaction
· Provide Certificates of Completion to all eligible program participants
